2 Year Olds-Kindergarten Week 1 
CRAFT- GIFT OF GOD 
WHAT YOU NEED: ACTIVITY PAGE, STICKERS, COLORING SUPPLIES

WHAT YOU DO: 

• Cut out activity page and stickers. Encourage your child to color their stickers 

• Instruct them to place the sticker in the correct shape as you tell the story. 

WHAT YOU SAY: 

“In our Bible story, God loved us so much that He gave us His Son, Jesus, to be our 
friend forever. Look at the paper I gave you. Find the heart shape and put your finger 
on it. Find the heart sticker and put it inside the heart shape. That heart reminds us that 
God loves us.” 

“Now find the circle shape and put your finger on it. Now put the world sticker inside 
the circle shape. That world reminds us that God loves everyone in the world!”  

“Find the square shape and put your finger on it. Put the present sticker inside the 
square shape. That present reminds us that God loved the world SO much, He gave us 
a very special gift.” 

“And last, I want you to find the rectangle shape and put your finger on it.  Place the 
Jesus sticker inside the rectangle shape. Jesus to be our friend forever.” 

“Look! We have all of our Bible story on our paper now. Point to the pictures while we 
say it together. (Point to the pictures as you say the paraphrased verse.) God loved the 
world so much He gave us His Son, Jesus.” (Repeat the verse and pointing to the 
pictures several times.)

CRAFT- JERICHO HORN 
WHAT YOU NEED: PAPER CUP, MARKERS, STICKERS

WHAT YOU DO: 

• Cut out the bottom of the cup. 

• Encourage your child to decorate the horn using stickers and markers 

WHAT YOU SAY: 

“God told Joshua and his men to go around the wall seven times and blow their horn. 
The plan didn’t make sense but we should always listen to Gods way because he is 
trustworthy and he always has the best plan. Who can trust God? I can trust God!” 

“Now let’s march in a circle seven times and blow our horns together after the seventh 
time!” 

  



2 Year Olds-Kindergarten Week 3 
CRAFT- GIDEONS BATTLE 
WHAT YOU NEED: ACTIVITY PAGE, JAR CUTOUT, GLUE, CRAYONS

WHAT YOU DO: 

• Cut out the activity page and  jar cutout and encourage your child to color them.  

• Help students to fold the jar at the top to make a flap and glue the jar cutout over the 
torch 

• Place one small strip of glue on the top, back of the jar and place over the torch. This 
should create a flap for your child to lift up and down. 

WHAT YOU SAY: 

“Today we learned that God helped Gideon win the battle. Gideon and his soldiers 
went to the Midianite camp, covered their torches with jars and then broke the jars to 
scare the Midianites. We are going to do the same thing! Let’s cover these torches with 
jars and then break them by lifting them up.” 

“Gideon won the battle because he trusted in God’s plan and obeyed God. Who can 
trust God? I can trust God!”
